for flood damage!
Glass House MP Andrew Powell
today encouraged Hinterland indi-
viduals and sporting organisations
to seek financial assistance if af-
fected by the recent flooding rains.

“On Wednesday, the Premier de-
clared the Sunshine Coast a Disas-
ter area and, as such, individuals
can apply for a number of different
personal hardship grants under the
Commonwealth- funded Natural
Disaster Relief and Recovery Ar-
rangements (NDRRA),” Mr Powell
stated.

“Sporting and recreation clubs in
the Hinterland which have suffered
damage in this week’s floods can
also apply for financial assistance
to help restore and repair equip-
ment and facilities’’, Mr Powell
continued.

Through the $1 million Sport and
Recreation Disaster Assistance Pro-
gram, grants of up to $20,000 are
available to help repair facilities,
while grants of up to $5,000 can be
accessed for replacing sport and
recreation equipment, white goods
and canteen items. Applications
close on Friday, 17 July 2009.

“Individuals, families and volun-
teer organisations have been hit
hard by this latest deluge. It is

my hope that this support will go
some way to easing the hardship
currently being experienced by our
Hinterland communities”, conclud-
ed Mr Powell.
