Members of the Maleny com-
munity were amongst the re-
cipients featured in the Fisher
Australia Day Awards held on
Monday at a ceremony at the
Lake Kawana Community Cen-
tre.

Prominent MDSRC member
Max Whitten was awarded for
his services to the Australian
beekeeping industry.

Dr Whitten has been instru-
mental in securing government
support for research into the
ongoing viability of commer-
cial beekeeping; his work has
focussed on bringing about an
industry restructure that has
helped secure the long-term vi-
ability of pollination-dependent
industries.

Continually working as a vol-
untary advocate for beekeep-
ers, his professional expertise
to the Government ensures
sound policy will be supporting
the bee industry way into the
future.

His efforts have had a posi-
tive influence in the hinterland
community and for beekeepers
generally.

Dr Whitten has also served
the sporting community since

2000 in his role as President of
the Maleny Golf Club, and has
been a founder member and
tireless volunteer of the recent-
ly established Maleny District
Sport and Recreation Club.

The annual awards were es-
tablished by Member for Fisher
Peter Slipper in 2000, to recog-
nise those in the Electorate of
Fisher who give considerable
amounts of their own time to
make their community a better
place to live.

“Each year, the Fisher Com-
munity Australia Day Awards
provide a great opportunity to
give public recognition to these
individuals and organisations
that dedicate themselves to the
community,” Mr Slipper said.
